2. There appears to be several missing cheques (#1159, 1164 and 1177). As well a Usting o al.
Gheques written wes ot providd toraview. This listingis otod as a control i the document
outining the Treasurer'sresponsibilties.

3. Invoices provided do ot appoar to be authorized by the appropriata individusl rasponsible for
tho purchase ~which should be n the form of a signature or iniialand date on the nvolce. Tnis
procedure s sted inthe document outining the Treasurers responsibilties.

4. Benk reconcilations donot appesr to have boan completed. Th requirement fr bark
reconcilations s lsted i the document outliing the Treasurers esponsibiles.
