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Cyber Safety Presentation Update:
On Thursday, April 18th, Constable Foltz delivered a presentation on Cyber Safety to parents from Bison Run School. The
presentation covered many important topics, including safe gaming tips, private versus public information, age recommendations on
apps and online games, and monitoring of online activity. Constable Foltz highlighted the importance of parents being aware of the
potential risks associated with internet use. Constable Foltz also shared three ways to improve screen time: 1) Have rules and
expectations around screen time (e.g. must do chores before screen time), 2) Establish time limits (and enforce them), 3) Be aware
of what your kids are watching (might be better to have screen time in a common room in the home versus their bedroom). Great
resources for parents include the Canadian Centre for Child Protection and www.cybertip.ca.

Fun Lunches:

The monthly Fun Lunches are a Parent Advisory Council fundraising initiative, where students and staff can place lunch orders from
various restaurants through an online ordering platform (Healthy Hunger) to be delivered directly to the school.
